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“Winterize” Your Horse:

 This winter has been unusually cold in some areas, with temperatures well below freezing for 
many days in a row. This extreme cold weather can be particularly dangerous to animals that live 
outdoors. The Michigan State University Veterinary Teaching Hospital is reporting an increase 
in the number of animals presenting with starvation and problems related to exposure.  

During the winter it is imperative that you monitor your horses' body weight by putting your hand on them 
frequently! Furry coats make visual assessment of body condition impossible--the only way you can 
assess your animals' condition is by touch.  

As temperatures continue to remain unusually cold it is also important to remember that your animals 
require more calories to maintain body temperature and body weight. Once an animal's body condition 
has deteriorated it might no longer be strong enough to eat enough food to survive. Remember, older 
animals with poor dentition (teeth) and young animals might require more feed, and might need to be fed 
separately from other horses to ensure adequate intake.  

Points to remember   

The average inactive horse needs to eat 1.5 to 2% of its body weight in food per day to just maintain 
weight without any other energy demands. In the winter, the amount needed will increase as the demand 
to keep warm will increase the amount of energy the horse expends. This means that the average 1,000 
lb horse in good condition needs at least 20 lbs of hay during normal weather and might need as much as 
35 to 40 lbs of hay and grain products during cold weather! If your horse is considered underweight the 
amount of feed should be calculated based on his ideal weight, not his current weight. While hay diets are 
ideal, certain animals will require grain, complete feeds, or fat supplements to maintain body weight.  

Remember, during extremely cold weather, to provide extra (free choice) hay, as this will generate more 
energy and comfort than just increasing the grain (concentrate) portion of the diet. Just the physical 
aspect of moving and eating will make the horse more comfortable. The hay fermenting in the large 
intestinal tract will generate heat and finally, the horse will utilize the calories absorbed from the feed.  

Separate young, old, or debilitated horses as the dominant horse will frequently eat most of the food 
provided resulting in some horses being healthy and others facing malnutrition.  

Blankets and shelters will help decrease energy demands. However, remember that a blanket hides the 
body condition so it is important to place your hands under the blanket and remove it at least every week 
or so to assess body condition.  

Old horses with poor dentition might require complete pelleted feeds that are easily broken down, as they 
might be unable to adequately chew hay. Determine the amount to feed based on the horse's ideal 
weight, and keep in mind that more will be needed if severe energy demands are present.  

Water intake is also very important during the winter. Many horses will suffer from impaction colics due to 
inadequate water intake. Because they have sensitive teeth, older horses might require the water to not 
only be frost free, but warmed.  

Body condition score  The body condition scoring (BCS) system is based on a 1 through 9 scale and is 
designed to assess a horses overall condition. Horses with a BCS less than a 4 are at increased risk of 
hypothermia and starvation, especially when the weather conditions cause an increase in energy 



demands just to maintain weight. If an individual is already thinner than desired (BCS < 4), they will not 
have adequate body mass (fat) to help with insulation from the cold or provide a supply of energy when 
the diet is lacking and demands are higher than expected.  

To determine your horse's BCS you must touch your horse, especially in the winter as winter hair can 
hide a horse's true BCS, often until it is too late to successfully correct the weight loss. Feel over the ribs, 
neck, shoulder area, mid spine, hips, and tail head. If your horse's ribs over the widest part of the barrel 
are easily felt with little or no tissue between the skin and ribs, the BCS is below 4. This horse is suffering 
from malnutrition and is at a high risk of hypothermia when the temperature drops, particularly if the wind 
chill is high and little to no shelter is available.

2010 Alltech FEI Worl Equestrian Games – Lexington,  KY  September 25 – October 10, 2010 

The USEF has hired Peter Tischer to serve as the Developing Driver Four-in-Hand coach for 2009.  The 
goal is to bring a full team to the World Equestrian Games and fill all slots with drivers that will be eligible 
to complete at the international level.  The United States is allotted nine slots for the event as it is the host 
nation.  

New Access to The Walthour-Moss Foundation – Report ed by The Foundation News (Nov. Issue)  

The Walthour-Moss Foundation has received seven (7) additional gifts of land access into the The 
Foundation since Cameron Slade donated Compton Crossing last March.  This is a great benefit to our 
community since it guarantees seven (7) more access points for equestrian use:  Dick Cavedo granted 
access across his farm connecting to Weymouth Woods.

American Driving Society News – Effective January 1 , 2009  

ADS Rulebook Volume II 

Pleasure Driving – Break in Gaits (Old Article 56) 

Article 28A 

1.  A break to a canter or gallop is defined as three or more full strides if an advantage has been gained 
or no more than six (6) short strides in no advantage is gained.  A prolonged canter or gallop is defined as 
more than six (6) full strides. 

2.  A break to a walk is defined as two (2) full strides.  A break from a walk is defined as three (3) full 
strides of any other gait or stopping. 

3.  In a multiple turnout ALL HORSES must break for a penalty to be assessed. 

Chapter III  Competition B Marathon   Article 941   The Course 

ADS-Recognized Events…pace for Training and Preliminary divisions in Section E is trot only… All 
divisions must walk or trot only from the lesser of the last obstacle or the 500 meter mark to the end of 
Section #.  Deviation from the course shall be penalized as per Articles 945.3 and 949.3.14. 

Article 946 Obstacle Penalties 

3.  Dismounting (see Article 903.3) 

3.1  Each time either or both Grooms, put both feed on the ground in an obstacle, the Competitor will 
incur ten (10) penalties. 



3.4  A Competitor or Groom may only put one foot on any part of an obstacle without incurring penalties.  
Contravention of this article will incur ten (10) penalties. 

Article 952 Obstacles  

4.  Water and Bridges 

4.4  At ADS-recognized events, water obstacles may not be used as part of a Training Division or 
Preliminary course.  Obstacles with bridges may not be used in Training Division. 

 

 

NEW USEF Combined Entry Form: 

Please use the new form when entering USEF, and FEI Competitions. 

FEI Competitions:  The USEF has changed their fee structure for International High Performance (IHP).  It 
is now $35 per event.  The fee is capped at $420 per competition year.   

USEF Competions:  The non-member fee has been increased to $30.  The drug fee has been increased 
to $15.

Jamaica Named Horse of the Year! 

1/16/09 Cincinnati OH - The crowd at the USEF Horse of the Year awards banquet erupted with cheers 
and whistles as Jamaica's name was announced as the 2008 Farnam Platform Horse of the Year Award 
Winner. As Chester Weber approached the podium he was met by the Karen O'Conner, owner of last 
year's award recipient Theodore O'Conner, in a warm hug of congratulations. Chester humbly thanked 
the award sponsors, his team and all the people who have helped him, Jamaica and the rest of his horses 
become the true champions that they are today. 

 



.Jamaica’s story started years ago in Europe where as an unwanted animal he was headed for slaughter. 
Fortunately for Jamaica, he was rescued and trained as a tourist carriage horse. His humble beginnings 
as a carriage horse were cut short, however, because he wouldn't stand still. Jamaica’s ‘antsy’ attitude 
didn’t bode well for carting tourists from one location to the next – but that attitude would serve him well 
after Chester Weber purchased him. Re-trained as a Four-in-Hand driving horse, Jamaica has become a 
valuable horse on Weber’s world-class team and not only helped Chester Weber capture a Silver Medal 
at the FEI World Championships but also helped the team win the Four-in-Hand National Championship 
title – six years in a row. Pretty impressive for a horse originally headed to slaughter.
