Here'sThe Heat of the M atter:

"How a Horse Keeps Cool"
By Heather Smith Thomas

First, stop riding, remove the saddle and move the horse into the shade. Keep him walking, to encourage circulation that
will bring more heated blood to the surface of the skin for cooling; if there®a breeze, walk him in circles to expose him to
the cooling air on al sides.

Let him drink hisfill as soon as you stop working and as you walk him. A hot horse needs to take in as much water as he
wants to replace what he lost though sweating. And don®worry about the temperature of the water. One myth that still
crops up is the notion that letting a hot horse drink cold water will cause colic and muscle cramps. But there®no scientific
basis for that fear.

Splash or spray cold water onto the horse to aid evaporative cooling. Another false notion is that putting cold water on
hot muscles will constrict the blood vessels and lead to cramping; however, studies done in preparation for the Olympic
Gamesin Atlantain 1996 failed to identify any ill effects from the practice. "We disproved the myth that if you put cold
water over the big muscles the horse would tie up," Allen says. In fact, cooling stations, where hot horses will be doused
head to toe with cold water, are one of the strategies to be employed for the 2008 Olympic equestrian gamesin Hong
Kong.

"Cooling the horse with [room temperature] water all over the body isfinein ahot, dry climate," says Marlin. The water
will evaporate quickly into thedry air. "If it®hot and humid, you need water that®lower in temperature than the horse.”
Add ice to buckets of water to cool it to as low 40 degrees F before applying it to the horse. If the horse®body
temperature is edging upward into the danger zones--105 degrees F or higher--douse as much of his body as possible with
the coldest water available.

If dousing the whole horse is difficult, you can achieve some cooling by wetting down or holding ice on areas where
large veins run close to the surface of the skin, such as the jugular. "Y ou can do the same thing up between the hind legs,
if the horse is used to this, since the veins are very distended in that area,” Allen says. But don®"surprise" a hot horse
with this tactic, he advises. Even just the legs provide about a quarter of the body® surface area, and the arteries and veins
running have little insulation from muscle and fat. "There®a lot of blood circulating through the feet," says Barney
Fleming, DVM, who practices in Custer, South Dakota, and monitors endurance rides al over the country. "If there®a
stream nearby, just walk the horse in, stand him in the water and use it to keep wetting his jugular groove and abdominal
veins."

Continue to monitor your horse®temperature as you walk and cool him. Within 10 minutes, you ought to see a2 degree F
drop. Stop using the cold water once his temperatures drops to 101 degrees or lower, his respiration approaches normal
and the skin on his hindquarters feels cool to the touch after awalking period. If the horse is not back to normal and
drinking readily within an hour, then summon immediate veterinary assistance. He may need intravenous hydration and
other measures.

Five questions for. .. Michael Schramme

Dr. Michael Schramme, Associate Professor, Equine Surgery and Director of the Equine Orthopedic Research
Laboratory, is one of four board-certified equine surgeons selected to join the official Federation Equestre
Internationale treatment team for the equine competition being held August 9-21 in Hong Kong as part of the 2008
Beijing Olympic Games. Dr. Schramme discussed the equestrian competition and the role of veterinarians in
protecting the equine athletes.

How were you selected for this opportunity?

Dr. Chris Riggs is the head of the clinical veterinary services at the Hong Kong Jockey Club, the venue for the
equestrian events. He has organized all of the logistics that relate to veterinary support for the Olympics. He's
tapped into those veterinarians with Olympic experience as well as individuals who have the specific clinical
expertise that will be required. I'm one of those. Chris has known me for sometime; we did our doctoral work
together at the University of London.

How many veterinarians are required to support what will be hundreds of equine athletes?

There are two groups—private and the official Olympic veterinarians. Each team or country will send their own
veterinarian, perhaps one for each discipline—dressage, cross country, and show jumping—and, in addition,
individual owners may elect to bring their own veterinarian for a particular horse. | am part of an official group
affiliated with the FEI [Federation Equestre Internationale] as the event treating veterinarians. There are
approximately 20 of us. I'm one of four from the U.S. and others are from Europe, Australia, China, and from the
Hong Kong Jockey Club—the venue for the events. There is also an FEI group of regulation veterinarians who do
all of the drug testing. Any FEI competition has a zero tolerance for any drug and these Olympic Games will
feature on-site testing laboratories that will allow the fastest turnaround time for testing samples. Added up, there
are some 40 international specialists and 80 national veterinarians who will be supporting the equine athletes.

As one of four board-certified equine surgeons, what will your responsibilities involve?

| have to be there before the first horse comes in and | will stay until the last horse leaves. The horses are
supported by veterinary care throughout their stay. We begin with accompanying the horses from the airport as
soon as they arrive in Hong Kong. They go directly to the quarantine facility to ensure there isn’t any disease that
could be spread. Part of the reason the equine events are in Hong Kong is that the Hong Kong Jockey Club is
already an international equine venue and they are prepared with very strict quarantine regulations and necessary
supporting facilities. The other three board certified surgeons are Chris Riggs of the Hong Kong Jockey club, Jack
Snyder of UC-Davis, and Cedric Chan from the UK. We are prepared for any emergency surgical service that
may be required and have a fully equipped, state-of-the-art Olympic veterinary clinic at our disposal. Our role is to
provide expertise in diagnostic imaging, ultrasound, radiology, thermography, emergency orthopedic or colic
surgery. We will be able to respond to whatever may happen. Other specialists include internal medicine and
exercise physiology experts.



How risky is Olympic competition for the health of the horse?

It depends on the disciplines. Dressage is an agility competition. So a horse may sprain a ligament or damage a
tendon, it will never be a life-threatening condition. The Jumping discipline occurs in an arena under controlled
conditions and rarely is there a serious accident. | think only once before was there a horse that broke its leg in
Olympic jumping. The third discipline is the cross-country competition and there horses do go at speed over fixed
fences in extreme heat and humidity. There have been a number of injuries in international competitions to both
riders and horses in this area in recent years but officials have done a good deal to protect the horse and rider.
Courses have been shortened and the time limit extended to make it safer. The Olympic Eventing competition is
actually at a lower difficulty level than the top four-star events like the Rolex in Kentucky. Now it is true that there
may be less experienced horses and riders in the Olympics, and that could result in some accidents.

Will you have a chance to enjoy the Games?

I’'m on call before, during, and after the competition, but part of my assigned responsibilities will be to attend the
events so | will be enjoying the activities at ring side. For example, veterinarians will be assigned along the course
for the cross-country competition so that each veterinarian covers three or four fences and we can be there
immediately in case of a fall. My wife and three children will join me for the Games and we are looking forward to
the experience.

Background:

Along with sailing, Equestrian is the only Olympic sport where men and women compete against each other and it
is the only Olympic sport in which humans and animals are teammates. Equestrianism debuted at the 1900
Summer Olympics in Paris and has been a part of every Summer Olympic Games since 1912. Riders compete in
three disciplines—dressage, jumping, and eventing. In dressage, a horse-and-rider team receives scores based
on set movements. In jumping, competitors complete a course of 15 to 20 obstacles within a specific time. The
eventing competition takes place over three days and combines dressage, show jumping, a cross-country phase
where horses gallop over varying terrain and jump up to 45 obstacles. While not as high as the show jumping
obstacles, these barriers are more solid and include ditches and fences in water.
