SATURDAY AFTERNOON GAMES DIVISION

After the afternoon break, the dress code is waived. However, all juniors must wear a helmet any time they are in a carriage as a passenger or a whip. In addition, whips must be carried in all classes. Competitors are asked to dress neatly in all classes. All afternoon games are open to any competitor. Although these classes do not count for the division championships, separate high point awards will be given for the afternoon games!

      1) ADS Rules will be followed. WPCSA classes will follow WPCSA rules. Wire wheels        permitted for non-trotting, WPCSA and miniature horses.
2) Negative Coggins within 12 months will be required for all equines over 6 months old on the fairgrounds. Proof of negative Coggins must be displayed on each horse’s stall.
3) Trophy and 6 ribbons for each class and division championships for WPCSA, Small Ponies, Large/Medium Ponies, Single Horses, Junior Whips, Pairs/Multiples and Non-Trotting Divisions

4) Division awards will be based on placings in turnout, working, reverse psychology, pick your own route and reinsmanship. Division awards for the WPCSA pleasure driving and carriage divisions will be based on the classes offered in those divisions. For classes designated as WPCSA, entries must be registered with the Welsh Pony and Cob Society of America as a pony, cob or half-welsh. All other classes are open to equines of any breed. Minis will show with the small ponies. 

A separate high point award will be given for the Saturday afternoon fun classes. Perpetual Trophies will be awarded for high scoring single horse, pony and Morgan.
5) Entry fees: $15/ division class, CCDC Members; $20/division class, non-members; $10/ fun class, CCDC Members; $15/ fun class, non-members. An additional $25/turnout late fee will be charged for entries not received by the closing date (9/3/10)
6) Stabling: $50/stall for the show. Stalls will be available Friday – Monday. If you need stalls for additional days, arrangements MUST be made prior to the show..
